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Business Fundamentals II-Syllabus

Business Fundamentals II is a two semester course.  Over the term you will learn about marketing basics and financial literacy.  Semester 1; the focus will be on gaining financial literacy skills.  Students will earn a state issued certificate of financial literacy from the California Department of Real Estate upon successful completion of semester 1 with an 80% or better attendance record and an 80% or better score on the financial literacy exam.  Semester 2; the focus will be on learning and applying marketing basics.  
Course Objective

The class consists of a combination of classroom instruction, computer lab experience, and real world application.  Students will complete course work during the first semester designed to teach financial literacy to young people in the areas of budgeting, borrowing and buying.  This part of the course will use curriculum designed by the California Department of Real Estate. Semester two students will learn and apply marketing techniques to create and implement marketing plans/campaigns for a real business and a virtual business.  Students will “LEARN BY DOING”.  
Teacher Responsibilities: It is the responsibility of the teacher to:

· Support the beliefs and mission of Sacramento Charter High School;

· Protect each student’s right to learn in a positive academic environment in which respect is shown to all members of the classroom and community;

· Communicate with parents regarding student academic progress and behavior in class;

· Maintain school policies and follow school rules.

Evaluation:   Letter grades will be based on the following percentages:  100-90% = A, 89-80%=B, 79-70% =C, 69% - 0 =NCR.

Extra Assistance: Assistance will be available before, during, and after school upon request.    Please do not hesitate to seek assistance when needed.

Parent/Teacher contact: Feel free to ask about your students’ progress.
