Introduction to Business/Entrepreneurship-Syllabus

Welcome to the Introduction to Business/Entrepreneurship Course where over the term you will learn about the world of Business and what impact Business has on your life.  You will study, research and explore the components of Business: Management, Economics, Business Ownership and Operations, Marketing, Human Resources, Technology, Finance, and Credit resulting in the development of your very own business.  

Course Objective

The class consists of a combination of classroom instruction and computer lab experience.  Students will learn the core concepts of Business and understand why the world revolves around Business no matter the field.  Glencoe, a well-known publisher of educational materials, publishes the textbook, Introduction to Business and worksheets used in this course.
