TAGS

Each tag gives a specific instruction and is surrounded by angle brackets < >.

Most tags have an opening tag and a closing tag that affect the text between the tags.  The closing tag has a forward slash (/).  Some tags have only an opening tag.
ATTRIBUTES

Some tags have attributes that offer options for the tag.  For example, the <font> tag has a color, size, and face attribute that lets you change the color, size and font of text.
