Syllabus
Web Design/E-Commerce/ROP – Introduction to Web Design and E-Commerce
Welcome to the introductory Web Design Course at Sacramento Charter High School where students will learn to write HTML code to design and create web sites.  In this document you will find the information you need to learn about the course offerings, expectations, and communication information.

Course Description/Student Outcomes: 

This 10-unit course allows students to learn the basics of html Web design and e-commerce, one of the fastest growing types of business in the world through a combination of classroom instruction and laboratory experience.  Student will learn to create basic and complex Web pages using Hypertext Markup Language.  This course is project based.  Student will learn to add images, animated graphics and sound to their projects. The culminating project for the class will have students design and author an e-commerce site which will be posted on the World Wide Web. Teacher Responsibilities: It is the responsibility of the teacher to:

· Support the beliefs and mission of Sacramento Charter High School;

· Protect each student’s right to learn in a positive academic environment in which respect is shown to all members of the classroom and community;

· Communicate with parents regarding student academic progress and behavior in class;

· Maintain school policies and follow school rules.

Evaluation: Student performance will be continually monitored through extensive classroom observation.  Student will demonstrate to teacher that they have mastered the lesson before moving forward.  Letter grades will be based on the following percentages:  100-94% = A, 93-90%=A-, 89-87%=B+, 86-84%=B, 83-80%=B-, 79-77% =C+, 76-70%=C, 69-0%=NCR (No Credit).

Attendance and Participation: Daily attendance is critical in order to have the time to complete all assignments as given.   All work will be generated in the classroom and saved to a server where students have set up a web account which they will manage.  There will be no cost to the student.  Students should complete work in the classroom under teacher supervision but are encouraged to refine their projects when access to the Internet and a computer is available.  NOTE – Students should not expect to pass this course if excessive absences occur.

Extra Assistance: Assistance will be available upon request.    Please do not hesitate to seek assistance when needed.  Parent/Teacher contact: Feel free to ask about your students’ progress.  

Student Expectations: Each student is expected to:

· Demonstrate behavior that is responsible and respectful of others and their right to learn;

· Demonstrate the proper care and use of the equipment;

· Demonstrate a critical attitude toward production work and pride in completion of assignments each day.
If you cheat in my class there is an extremely good chance that you will be caught.  Cheating means that a student is not completing an assignment, quiz, or test honestly and completing on his/her own.  It is cheating if you do the work for someone else, or if you give your files to him/her in some way after you have completed them.  It is also cheating if you simply give someone the answers to a quiz, or if you read the answers off of someone else’s paper.  It is not cheating if you help someone, but he/she must do all the actual work themselves.  For example, completing tasks with the keyboard or mouse on someone else’s computer is cheating, not helping.  Talking that student through it so that he/she does every step him/herself is helping.  In other words, hands off!  Because they are usually both involved in the attempt to cheat, typically both the student doing the actual work and the student who did not do the work will be punished for cheating.  The consequences for cheating will include a zero on the assignment for all parties involved and according to the student handbook (Page 41) a referral to the principal.  There will be no opportunity to change this assignment grade at a later time.
· Abide by the following Code of Conduct and Work Habits:

	No games, no personal email, no music, no videos of any nature, no chat at any time.
	Have pen and be ready to take notes.  

	No food or drink in the lab.  This includes candy and gum.  You may have bottled water.  The water must be placed in your backpack when not drinking from it.
	You are responsible for taking care of the equipment, and your workstation.

	Work Quietly at all times.  No talking while working at the computer.
	Chairs pushed under the desk when you leave.

	Absolutely no modifications to the computer.
	Keyboard at the edge of desk when working, placed on top of the tower at the end of class.

	Never yell out across the classroom, for the teacher, or to another student.
	Sit up straight.  Practice SLANT.

	Stay seated until dismissed by teacher, not the bell.
	Save often to server space; never save to desktop or computer hard drive.  

	No talking when teacher or another student is talking.
	No flash drives allowed as they can pass a virus to computer.

	No Printing!
	Backpacks are to be placed under your chair while you are working.  Do not place backpacks near the computer equipment and wiring.
